	Slow moving cars
	General public, Staff, Volunteers
	Rights of way will be marked out on the grass.

All cars will be advised that a 5mph speed limit is recommended due to the general public. This is no different to normal public parking.

This will be monitored through the event in case conditions change. 

	Damage to cars
	Other cars and public
	Cars will be parking with a reasonable gap to allow doors from both cars to be open at once. This creates enough space for general public to have a good look around the cars.

	Marking out
	General public, Staff, Volunteers
	We will be using yellow tent pegs and red/white barrier tape. Both are very easy to see. The tape will break before it trips people up.

	Weather
(high winds, wet conditions, hot conditions)


	All attendees
	We will decide on the day before with the site management as to suitable ground conditions. 
First Aiders available on site.  

	Rubbish
	All attendees
	We always ask people to dispose of litter responsibly. 

	General trips, slips
	All attendees
	The site is flat and presents no specific risk of injury. Hi-VIS pegs and barrier tape will be used. The weather will be the biggest hazard.

	Generators & Fuel
	ALL GENERATORS MUST BE DIESEL to minimise risk of fire.

Generators to be placed away from public area’s and screened by fencing.

Additional fuel to be stored in a locked cage. 

Appropriate extinguishers to be on hand. 


	Event manager to ensure the monitoring of working practices according to documentation



	Lost Children
	Children attending event getting lost, injured etc.  


	Child safety and welfare policy in place for event

Event manager to ensure that ALL event staff/volunteers be aware of child protection policy.

Children to be kept at Event tent with supervisor until retrieved.

First Aiders available on site.  

	Lifting and carrying heavy items
	All involved with heavy lifting should be trained in safe manual handling techniques
	We are not expecting any heavy lifting at the event. If anything occurs with will advise how to lift heave objects.

	Caterer
	All attendees
	The caterer will be inspected when on site to make sure they are following their risk assessment. This will include trip hazards. Storage of gas and generators. Any risks highlighted will be rectified before they are allowed to trade.

	Stands
	All attendees
	All stands will be inspected for potential dangers once set up. Any risks highlighted will be rectified before they are allowed to trade.
